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Adyvisor Contract

Each Senior Project student should choose an advisor who has experience with the student’s
paper and project topic. In the space provided below is a description of this student’s topic. The
advisor he/she selects should have an area of expertise related to this topic.

The advisor will primarily be responsible for guiding the physical product/fieldwork phase of this
graduation requirement. This portion of the Senior Project requires each student to complete at
least twenty (20) hours working on a hands-on activity related to his/her chosen topic. While
advisors are not required to be present all twenty (20) hours, they should be readily available to
advise the student, answer questions and check on the progress of the project. Advisors will also
be asked to initial student logs from time to time as an indication of the student’s continuing
collaboration with his/her advisor. After the project is completed, advisors will also complete a
simple verification of the student’s work.

Advisors also provide guidance on the written portion of the Senior Project. Students will
interview their mentors in order to uncover further resources for their research papers. Advisor
might also help by reading preliminary drafts of the research and offering their suggestions and
feedback.

The role of the advisor in the Senior Project process is invaluable. While it is neither overly time
consuming or arduous, the mentor’s job does, however, help make each student’s learning more
focused, productive and meaningful. We appreciate your important involvement in this life
changing program!
